Community Cohesion….
Volunteers aged between 17 and 70 from St. Ann’s and the Dales braved the snow last night to head down to BioCity on Pennyfoot Street – to be recognised and awarded for their volunteering at an awards evening.

The St. Ann’s and Dales Volunteer Achievement Awards were launched this year for the first time by the Renewal Trust in partnership with the St. Ann’s and Dales Local Councillors and Nottingham City Council’s Area 6 Neighbourhood Management Team.

The awards were launched to recognise and celebrate the invaluable contribution that volunteers and voluntary groups make to improving the area.  Shortlisted nominees for the ten categories were invited along to the awards evening with their family and friends to enjoy food, drinks and music and be presented with their awards.

The winner of ‘Volunteering with Young People’ went to Hyacinth Francis for volunteering her time providing diversionary activities for young people around the Country and her work with Mother’s Against Crime.

George Dlamini won the award for ‘Newcomer to Community Volunteering’ for the integral part he plays in the development of the Nottingham Arimathea Trust.

The award for ‘Involvement in a Community Project’ went to Pauline Taylor, who has been the treasurer for Bakersfield and Neighbourhood Community Association (BANCA) for most of the last decade and also the Treasurer for Friends of Colwick Woods.

Sneinton Festival Group won the award for ‘Involvement in Bringing Communities/ Neighbours Together’ and also ‘Community Group of the Year’ for their efforts in organising a week long festival and also community celebrations throughout the year.

The award for ‘Using their skills the improve the lives of others’ went to Sue Coney for the extraordinary lengths she has gone to in supporting a blind asylum seeker that she met whilst volunteering at Royal Society for the Blind. 

‘Neighbourhood Project of the Year’ was won by Chase Central Tenants and Residents Association for the work they have put into brightening up Hungerhill Road.

Nathan Patterson won the award for ‘Help and Support Given to Other Young People’ for his part in strengthening the current sports infrastructure by delivering sports sessions for children and young people in the area.

Finally, the award for ‘Outstanding Contribution to their Community’ was won by Pete Wright who is a founder member of STOP Tenants and Residents Group and has been the driving force behind numerous projects to improve the Sneinton Elements area.

The winners were presented their awards by Local Councillors, Sue Johnson, David Mellen, Dave Liversidge and Ken Williams.  The awards evening was hosted by Cherry Underwood, Chief Executive of the Renewal Trust.

Awards were also presented to the volunteers who have been involved in a residents participation programme by the Area 6 Neighbourhood Manager, Dorothy Holmes.

 Here is the full list of the shortlisted award winners for each of the ten categories:

1. Volunteering with young people
WINNER - Hyacinth Francis 

Hyacinth is a member of Mothers against Crime and also volunteers her time providing diversionary opportunities for young people to take part in Carnivals around the country.
RUNNER UP - Simon Cosgrove

Simon has been volunteering with Sneinton Play Centre every week for over five years, he builds up strong and positive relationships with the children and young people with whom he works. 
3rd Place - Oliver Hind Senior Members
The Senior members of Oliver Hind Youth Club are a group of young volunteers who have pro-actively got involved in their community.
2. Newcomer to community volunteering
WINNER - George Dlamini 
George has played an integral part in the development of the Nottingham Arimathea Trust and getting other residents involved in projects.
RUNNER UP - Lucy Nasuna 
Lucy is a committed and enthusiastic volunteer in the local resident participation training programme getting involved with helping residents identify issues within their neighbourhoods.

3RD PLACE - Tanya Adkin 
Tanya volunteers with Project S2dio, the IloveHockleyFashionShow, Nottingham Makers Present Fashion and Xample Future Retro project. 
3. Involvement in a community project
WINNER - Pauline Taylor
Pauline has been the treasurer for Bakersfield and Neighbourhood Community Association (BANCA) for most of the last decade and she is also the treasurer for Friends of Colwick Woods. 
RUNNER UP - Michaela Wilks 
Michaela is on the management committee for Bluebell Hill Community Centre and has been the inspiration and drive behind creating the beautiful Community garden that was installed in memory of a local community activist.
3RD PLACE - Amy Smith 
Amy transformed the way that Sneinton Festival has been organised in previous years and put a huge amount of hard work and commitment into the Festival.
4. Involvement in bringing communities/neighbours together
WINNER - Sneinton Festival Group 
Sneinton Festival Group organised a week-long festival with all of the events aimed at bringing different sections of the community together. the group also organised a Christmas, Hannukah and Eid party last year.
RUNNER UP - Ethel Anderson 
Ethel is a lifelong dedicated community representative in her neighbourhood. She is widely known for her commitment to improving the lives of others. Ethel is also a volunteer member of many groups in and outside her local community. 
3RD PLACE - Alain Job 
Alain has put in a tremendous amount of energy and enthusiasm into bringing neighbours together. He has been a volunteer for Heri Kwetu, an organisation which aims to help integrate refugees and asylum seekers into the community here, for a long time. 
5. Using their skills to improve the lives of others
WINNER - Sue Coney 
Sue is a retired rehabilitation worker for the blind. She has gone to extraordinary lengths to support a local vulnerable, destitute, blind asylum seeker that she met whilst volunteering at Nottingham Royal Society for the Blind. 
RUNNER UP - Lynn Toon Poynton 
Lynn is a volunteer manager of Bluebell Hill Community Centre and is very involved in the day-to-day running of the centre. 
3RD PLACE - Colin Fry 
Colin has been volunteering for Best Foot Forward for the last six years and during this time he has built up many health walks, including one in St. Ann’s. 
6. Improving the local area/community/public space
WINNER - Friends of Colwick Woods
Friends of Colwick Woods are a growing group of volunteers who over the past few years have significantly improved the condition, access and pride in Colwick Woods. 
RUNNER UP - STOP Tenants and Residents Association 
STOP Tenants and Residents Association have done a lot to tackle the problems of crime and antisocial behaviour in the Sneinton Elements area as well as bringing their local community together.
3RD PLACE - Sowing Sneinton
Suzannah and Donya formed a group called ‘Sowing Sneinton’ this year encouraging residents to get involved in transforming neglected spaces in Sneinton into beautiful sites full of flowers, herbs and fruit
7. Community group of the year
WINNER - Sneinton Festival Group
Without a paid Sneinton Festival Co-ordinator and the threat of the Festival not going ahead, volunteers put in hundreds of hours of volunteer time into this years’ festival. 
RUNNER UP - Holding Hands around St. Ann’s
Now in it's 11th year the annual Holding Hands event brings about community cohesion and engagement in St Ann's, an event that is enjoyed by all ages.
3RD PLACE - St. Ann’s Improvement Association
Members of the St Ann's Improvement Association worked alongside neighbours, local service providers and schools to turn a piece of wasteland in St Ann's into a community garden.
8.Neighbourhood project of the year
WINNER - Chase Central Tenants and Residents Association
Take a stroll down Hungerhill Road, just past Sycamore Park and you will be greeted by a community garden that explodes with colour and care. Instigated by the Chase Central TRA the garden encourages local residents to get involved and take more pride in their neighbourhood.
RUNNER UP - Café Sneinton 
Café Sneinton is a volunteer-run community café that has been running every Saturday at the Sneinton Hermitage Community Centre providing a varied menu of low-cost, healthy food for the local community and opportunities for volunteers.
3RD PLACE - Bluebell Hill Yoga Project
The Bluebell Hill Yoga project was inspired by Jennie Hallam’s desire to bring yoga teaching to an area where people are unlikely to experience it and at a price where people on a limited income can afford to attend.
9. Help and support given to other young people
WINNER - Nathan Patterson
Nathan has played an effective part in helping strengthen the current sports infrastructure by delivering sport sessions for children and young people in the area
RUNNER UP - Zara Kenton
Zara has been a committed volunteer at Catch 22 for the past three months and is set to become one of the strong positive role models needed in the community.
3RD PLACE - Liam Jones and Kaden Michaels
Liam has been volunteering at the Greenway Centre for around six months, helping young people aged 8-13 years at the Youth Club.
Kaden is committed to making his community a better place and is becoming a positive role model for other young people. 
10. Outstanding contribution to their community 
WINNER - Pete Wright
A founder member of STOP Tenants and Residents Group, Pete has been the leading force behind numerous projects to tackle anti-social behaviour and improve King Edwards Park and the Sneinton Elements.

RUNNER UP – David Jones
David is constantly putting on community activities in Sneinton and thinking of new ways to bring communities of people together.

3rd PLACE – Dennis Sanderson
A lifelong community volunteer, Dennis has been the treasurer for many groups for almost two decades and is very actively involved with the Community Centres and the Church.

In the August edition of the Renewal Trust Newsletter we reported how we had taken on 8 local people, four as Sports Coaches and four as Centre Assistants. Since then they have been working hard on a range of activities and projects serving the local community.





The Sports Coaches have been busy running multi sports sessions in local schools, after school activities for children and young people in the Brendon Lawrence Sports Hall. They have been actively getting involved in training to enhance their practice and employability; currently they are enrolled on a NVQ Gym Instructor course running via the Virgin Gym.
