Volunteers receive awards to recognise their achievements
Volunteers aged between 21 and 74 from St. Ann’s and the Dales (Sneinton and Bakersfield) made their way down to BioCity on Pennyfoot Streeton Monday 28th November– to be recognised and awarded for their volunteering at an awards evening.

Now in their second year, the St. Ann’s and Dales Volunteer Achievement Awards were organised by the Renewal Trust with support from the St. Ann’s and Dales Local Councillors and Nottingham City Council’s Area 6 Neighbourhood Management Team.
The awards aim to recognise and celebrate the invaluable contribution that volunteers and voluntary groups make to improving the area, their lives and other people’s lives.  Shortlisted nominees for the ten categories were invited along to the awards evening with their family and friends to enjoy food, drinks and music and be presented with their awards.
The winner of ‘Parent/Carer Award’ went to Ethel Anderson for the hard work she puts into organising projects and activities for the community. Ethel set up the Chase Community Lunch Club in St. Ann’s and has organised after school activities for young children at the Chase Neighbourhood Centre such as boxing and drama sessions. 

Donna Powell won the award for ‘Newcomer to Community Volunteering’ for her work with Sneinton Festival Group and involvement in the week long festival earlier in the year.
The award for ‘Recognition of Involvement in a Community Project’ went to Angela Hornsby who is a founding member of Friends of Colwick Woods and has worked hard to improve the cleanliness of the woods and encourage access to and use of them.
Stonebridge Park Tenants and Residents Association won the award for ‘Community Group of the Year’ for the work they have done to drive the regeneration of the Stonebridge Park area of St. Ann’s and make it more attractive to new families. 
The award for ‘Involvement in bringing Communities/Neighbours Together’ went to Rushda Jubin, 42, Sneinton for her involvement in a number of projects including being a Parent Governor for Windmill Primary School, involvement in Sneinton Library activities and volunteering with the NHS Change Makers project trying to involve more people from the Asian community.
‘Volunteering Gold Award’ in recognition of long service in volunteering was won by Dennis Sanderson who has been the has been the treasurer for a number of community groups and community centres in Sneinton for over twenty years, is a key-holder to many of the community centres and he is very involved with the local Churches, especially St. Christopher’s Church too.
‘Neighbourhood Project of the Year’ was won by Sowing Sneinton for the work they have put into bringing together local residents to transform formerly neglected sites in Sneinton into beautiful woodland gardens and urban forests of fruit and flowers.
Sam Lowe won the award for ‘Young Volunteer Award’ for the way he has turned his life around in the past twelve months. Sam, who in the past has been in trouble with the police, has made a lot of effort to change his life and proven himself a very reliable volunteer delivering awareness training about gangs and violence in schools and helping to plan and deliver youth sessions. 
Sneinton Elements Beat Team won the award for ‘Recognition of Services/Support provided to Volunteers’ for the support they have given to Sneinton Tenants Outreach Programme (STOP TRA) to improve the Sneinton Elements area, reduce crime and anti-social behaviour and altogether make the area feel safer.
Finally, the award for ‘Outstanding Contribution to their Community’ was won by Andrea Scott, 49 from St. Ann’s who instigated and was actively involved in re-launching the St. Ann’s group ‘Unity in the Community’. Andrea has also been instrumental in brokering relationships between the local Police and young people involved in anti-social behaviour from the Brewster’s Road area of St. Ann’s and improving community relations in the area.

The winners were presented their awards by Local Councillors David Mellen, Dave Liversidge, Ken Williams and Jon Collins.  The awards evening was hosted by Cherry Underwood, Chief Executive of the Renewal Trust.
